Experts in Auckland yes­
terday disagreed on whether 
it was reasonable to give a 
13-year-old boy electro­
convulsive therapy. 

Mr M. D. Malloy, a lawyer 
and president of the New 
Zealand Psychological So­
ciety, said the tendency in 
the 1960s was for electric 
shock therapy to be sup­
planted by new forms of 
drug treatment. He was very 
surprised to hear that elec­
tro-convulsive therapy was 
still being used on children. 

"It seems madness to do 
this to a boy who is known to 
have epileptic seizures," he 
said. 

But the professor of psy­
chiatry at the Auckland 
Unive�·sity medical school, 
Professor J. S. Werry, said 
electro-convulsive therapy 
was one of the safest 
treatments in medicine and
